A poor white boy who is academically challenged and 
shares his neighbors' racial prejudice becomes friendly 
with a book-loving black boy when they rescue an 
injured puppy together.  Set in East Texas in the early 
1960s with a flash forward to the boys' adulthood in 
1975, this novel labors under the weight of its 
tolerance. T he narrative is marked by a number of 
genuinely moving moments.
